Exhibitions industry body seeks
relaxation of Covid restrictions

New Delhi,
 Indian Exhibition Indus-

try Association (IEIA), the
apex body of exhibiting and
trade show industry in the
country has urged the gov-
ernment to allow
organising exhibitions, with
all public safety measures,
for survival of the industry.
S. Balasubramanian, Presi-
dent of IEIA said that Covid-
19 has adversely impacted
the ‘business exhibitions’
sector across India with a
complete standstill since
March 2020 continuing till
date. “Approximately Rs
3,00,000 crore of business
and related trade has been
affected due to non-hold-
ing of exhibitions in India
this year with about 15 lakh

estimated livelihoods af-
fected who depend on ex-
hibitions for their suste-
nance,” he said. He noted
that mass lay-offs, no work
orders for the contractual
service providers and lack of
livelihood avenues for tem-
porary ground workers add
to the aggravation of the
loss being suffered by the
sector. “Indian exhibition in-
dustry was growing at 10
per cent YOY during pre-
covid period.  The Industry
is deeply impacted and is
facing an unprecedented
challenge. We are making a
clarion call to the govern-
ment to extend a support-
ing hand to this industry so
that exhibitions can come
back soon and start support-
ing various businesses,” said
Balasubramanian. The IEIA
President said that support
to the industry will not only
boost India’s vision of
‘Atmanirbhar Bharat’, but will
also enable the revival of
the national economy, cre-
ate jobs as well as bring
back the country to its
growth path. He added that
the industry body has al-
ready prepared Standard
Operating Procedures
(SOP) to organise safe and
secure exhibitions in asso-
ciation with India Trade Pro-
motion Organisation (ITPO)
and the same have been
submitted to the Ministry of
Home Affairs and Ministry of
Commerce last month.

As exhibitions require a
gestation period of six to
eight weeks to organise, he
noted that it is vital for the
government to announce a
date by when exhibitions
can be restarted in a safe
and sound environment.

“The human density for
B2B exhibitions is not much
different from a shopping
mall or a railway/bus station
and we can be ready to
organise shows once we
get the necessary approv-
als,” Balasubraminan said.

Petrol prices increase for 5th
consecutive day

New Delhi,
Petrol prices across the four metros increased for the

fifth consecutive day on Monday, with the fuel being priced
over Rs 88 per litre in Mumbai. In the country’s financial
capital, petrol was sold for Rs 88.28 per litre on Monday,
higher by 12 paise from its previous level of Rs 88.16 per
litre.  At the current rate, petrol prices could soon be touch-
ing unprecedented levels of Rs 100 a litre. Similarly in
Delhi, price of the fuel increased by 13 paise to Rs 81.62 a
litre from the previous day price of Rs 81.49 a litre. In
Kolkata, petrol was priced at Rs 83.13, higher by 12 paise
from its previous level of Rs 83.01 per litre. The price of the
transportation fuel in Chennai was at Rs 84.64 per litre,
higher by 12 paise from Rs 84.52 per litre on Sunday.Diesel
prices are however, the same across the metros. In the
national capital, diesel prices have remained stable since
the Delhi government announced a 13.25 per cent re-
duction in the Value Added Tax on July 30, which had
caused the price to fall by Rs 8.36 per litre.Diesel is priced
at Rs 73.56 a litre in the national capital. Price of the fuel in
Mumbai, Chennai and Kolkata was at Rs 80.11, Rs 78.86
and Rs 77.06 per litre respectively.

Farm prospects soar with good
monsoon rains: Report

New Delhi,
 As the economy goes through a recession, agricul-

ture has been dubbed by many as the only silver lining.
A report by Crisil Research on Monday said that early
onset and good distribution of the south-west mon-
soon has paved the way for a robust kharif output, rais-
ing hopes in the hinterland. As of August 21, 2020,
rains were seven per cent above the long-period aver-
age. Good spatial and temporal distribution have
prompted sowing crops in most states. Crisil Research
expects a 2-3 per cent rise in the sowing area on-year
at 109 million hectares for the kharif season 2020. The
area under paddy cultivation is set to increase because
of both rains and reverse migration of labour to the
eastern and southern states. On the other hand, the
area under vegetables, cotton and maize would be
lower than in the previous season as lower prices have
discouraged farmers from sowing them, it said.

Oculus users slam Facebook for
new account login policy

New Delhi,
 The users of Facebook Oculus have expressed

outrage over the new policy where they need a
Facebook account to log into their VR headsets.
Facebook said that starting from October, everyone
using an Oculus device for the first time will need to
log in with a Facebook account. “If you’re an existing
user and already have an Oculus account, you’ll have
the option to log in with Facebook and merge your
Oculus and Facebook accounts,” the company said. If
you’re an existing user and choose not to merge your
accounts, you can continue using your Oculus account
for two years.“After January 1, 2023, we will end sup-
port for Oculus accounts. If you choose not to merge
your accounts at that time, you can continue using
your device, but full functionality will require a
Facebook account,” the social network announced last
week.The move did not go well with the users and
privacy advocacy groups who took to Reddit and Twit-
ter to express their anger.

Paytm grabs 50% share in merchant
payments space: Report

New Delhi,
 Paytm has grabbed 50 per cent share in the pay-

ments to merchants (P2M) segment in India and the
financial services platform has emerged as the most in-
tegrated payments provider in the fintech space, a new
report said on Monday. Paytm has a strong presence in
the tier 3 and below market with over 16 million mer-
chants on its platform, according to the report by RedSeer
Consulting, a Bengaluru-based consulting and research
firm.The report said that the current 160 million unique
mobile payment users will multiply by five times to reach
nearly 800 million by 2025.  “Paytm has the highest top
of mind recall and unaided awareness among merchants
followed by Phone Pe and Google Pay. When asked from
which payments app do you accept payments, over 68
per cent of merchants cited Paytm,” the findings
showed.Paytm’s P2M consumers had the highest satis-
faction leading with an NPS (net promoter score) of 42
per cent.According to the RedSeer report, the Payment
gateway aggregator market in India currently stands at
Rs 9.5 trillion and is expected to grow.
