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Billing scam linked to past frauds?

AHMEDABAD: The recently
multi-crore Aadhaar-GST fake
billing scam unearthed in
Bhavnagar seems to be linked
to counterfeit billing scams
detected in the past. Police
have found clues connecting
the recent case with an
accomplice of the kingpin of
an earlier scam, said sources
close to the development.

Mohammad Tata, the
kingpin of a fake billing scam
involving Bhavnagar-based
company, Madhav Copper
Limited, has been taken to
Bhavnagar for further
questioning in this regard, said
well-placed sources.

Tata was arrested last
October in connection with a
Rs 739 crore bogus billing
scam which had also surfaced
in Bhavnagar. He was shifted
from Sabarmati Jail to
Bhavnagar late on Monday.

"Tata was arrested
formally by Bhavnagar police
on Tuesday afternoon, and he
is expected to be produced

before the court on
Wednesday. Officials of the
Special Investigation Team
(SIT) will seek his remand for
further questioning," said a
senior official associated with
the investigation.

The investigators are
looking into the direct
involvement of Tata's
accomplice in some bogus
GST registrations unearthed
while probing the latest scam,
said sources in the know.

The investigators suspect
Tata's involvement in floating
some bogus companies in the
Aadhaar-GST scam
unearthed last February.
Earlier, sources confirmed that
he was arrested for floating

121 shell companies to make
fake bills, illicitly claim the
input tax credit, and evade
taxes.

This February, during a
spot verification drive at a
specific location in Surat,
Aadhaar cards linked to GST
registrations of shell
companies revealed addresses
in Bhavnagar, Palitana, Amreli,
Ahmedabad and Anand.
Further probe into the case
revealed that mobile numbers
linked with Aadhaar cards
were changed, and the
tampered cards were used to
obtain PAN cards and GST
registrations.

A special investigation team
is probing the matter.
According to the initial
chargesheet filed by the team,
some 461 bogus entities have
surfaced. Sources confirmed
the fake GST identification
numbers were obtained from
various states. "SGST officials
have alerted respective
departments of other states to
probe the bogus GST
registrations and detect the
extent of fraud committed
using bogus bills," a source
confirmed.
